This is a plan for making more of downtown Brattleboro's public spaces the 
kind of places people want to be, rather than just places people move through. 
It describes and illustrates our vision for future placemaking and public space 
improvements downtown to:

Improve routes, access and circulation for pedestrians and bicyclists;

Enhance long-term economic stability for downtown businesses;

Increase resiliency by incorporating green stormwater practices and landscaping; and

Encourage creative placemaking that uses arts and cultural activities to enliven and revitalize.

The Way Around is a network 
of public spaces that would be 
improved to create a connected 
walking and biking route 
through downtown Brattleboro 
off Main Street. It travels 
between Brattleboro Common 
and the Hinsdale Bridge 
through a series of public 
spaces – parks, parking lots 
and side streets. 

Sidewalks would be widened by 
removing most of the on-street 
parking on these street segments.

Traffic flow improved by 
eliminating crosswalks to 
Plaza Park at intersection.

Efforts would continue 
to improve safety and 
appearance of parking 
garage and to improve 
lighting in garage and 
throughout downtown.
