It's a Line Up

How to play:

e Participants decide who will be X and who will be O, and who will go first

e The object of the game is to make a line of four before your opponent—the
line could be horizontal, vertical or diagonal.

e Players take turns writing their symbols on the grid, but each player must
build up from the bottom of the grid (Imagine that each grid is governed by
the law of gravity and that symbols fall down each column until they reach
either the bottom of the grid or a previously drawn symbol)
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
